Introduction from PC 1217 Banks
PC Banks went through the crime figures for the past 6 weeks Burglary crime had risen slightly but was still at the same level as April.  There was no vehicle crime over the last 6 weeks. 

PC Banks informed the meeting that a letter drop had been conducted in the area most affected by wheelie bin thefts.  Only one person had objected and as such PC Banks is now looking at funding opportunities.

Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting:

Issues of relevance discussed:

· Pc Banks reported he was trying to get funding for chains and padlocks to be fitted to wheelie bins to prevent loss/theft/fires in the area.
· WMDC have confirmed that the project for the subway at Ferrybridge had been given the green light, funding being sought.
· The Neighbour dispute at Pollards Field was still being addressed.  A noise abatement order had been issued.
· A general discussion took place regarding the youth shelter on Castleford Lanes Park.  There were concerns that it was being used by kids from outside of the area.  Concerns were noted, however, excluding the first few weeks it now appears to be only kids from the immediate area. Residents were informed that since the installation of the shelter, ASB calls had fallen by 45%. One resident who had vehemently opposed the shelter at first now stated he saw the benefits of the project and it now had his full backing; he lives close to the park and has seen a big improvement in the area.
· Concerns were raised with regards to children playing football at the bottom of Houghton Avenue.  On a number of occasions children have ben seen to kick the football into Pontefract Road without any concern for any other traffic on the road.  This will be looked at by officers on periodic patrol
· A member of the public also brought to the attention of officers that he had grave concerns with regards to Ferrybridge Road outside of The Vale Junior and Infants School.  A suggestion was made for double yellow lines to be painted on the roadside. The gent was advised that the Highways Dept would have to be consulted.
· Mr Watson informed the group he is setting up a neighbourhood watch scheme with assistance from Karen Vezina, a number of residents gave him their details to be included in the scheme.

· The local priorities were discussed and were agreed as follows , (no calls to Vale Estate so priority closed)–
· Pontefract Road, ASB, youths gathering in the Church Yard 
· High Street, ASB, youths gathering outside the shops 
· Castleford Lane, ASB, youths congregating on the bowling green.
