Introduction from PC Banks and PCSO Young
Crime figures and PACT information talked over with PC Banks. 

Burglaries are down slightly, Vehicle crime is up but only to be expected as the previous period there were no vehicle crimes reported. ASB reports were up but that is to be expected now the children are on school holidays. Off road bike complaints are up significantly and Op Delhi officers (off road bikes) have been informed. (ASB – Anti Social Behaviour)
Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting:

· Funding for the wheelie bins is still being sought by PC Banks.
· Re neighbour dispute on Pollards Fields – File now in the hands of the solicitors.
· There is a possibility that we may be getting a new permanent shelter in the park for free. Negotiations are still ongoing but it is looking hopeful.
Issues of relevance discussed:

· Stone throwing seems to be a common problem at the moment.
· A request has been sent to BTP (British Transport Police) re fixing the railway embankment and possibly cutting down the scrub to create a natural barrier.
· WDH have informed us they have free target hardening for WDH tenants and there are good rates for non WDH residents.
· The group were asked to make referrals re Community Payback themselves or via PC Banks.
· Points raised by members of the public –
1. Vandalism seems to be on the increase in the area; trees have been damaged / taken from the park.
2. A request has been made that patrols not just go around the park but go in and have a walk around the buildings where youths are congregating out of sight.
3. Enquiry raised re security at the recycling centre asking if security could be improved by WMDC, people are going in and out regularly taking out scrap metal. (Group advised that Police do patrol the area and that WMDC have employed their own security patrols.)
4. Tea times on Saturdays, youths are congregating in the subway apparently smoking “weed”. (This has been circulated to local NPT officers for passing attention.)
Local Priorities – these were discussed and were agreed to remain as follows -

· Pontefract Road, ASB, youths gathering in the Church Yard 
· High Street, ASB, youths gathering outside the shops 
· Castleford Lane, ASB, youths congregating on the bowling green.
