1,  Pcso Laverick opened the meeting and thanked everyone for attending.

2,  Pcso Laverick introduced John Nortcliffe W.M.D.C.  Waste Project Manager, he spoke to residents telling them what was going to happen to the Owl Lane site when the new one opens in Wakefield in 2 years. He told residents that the Owl lane site is to close and be put back to a grassed area, some residents raised concerns regarding the travelling that Ossett residents will have to do when the Owl Lane site closed. One resident also raised a point that she had been informed by a Cllr that Wakefield Council was looking at turning the area into a Travellers Site, Cllr Bunney said that he would look into this and let us know at the next meeting. 

3,  Pcso Laverick said that a new surgery at the Sure Start Centre has not been sorted out yet as we need to get Dan from the centre to give us a day when they can accommodate us, residents will be informed when it will be taking place.
4,  Pcso Laverick also informed residents regarding what might be happening to the very run down conservatory on the land at the end of the mad mile. Residents were told that we have been told it is to be knocked down by the end of the year.

5,  A resident asked when and where will the Police be going around areas in Gawthorpe doing the property marking, the meeting was told that we will be picking small areas one at a time and all areas will be informed by a letter drop letting residents know when and where it will be taking place.

6,  The past 6 weeks crime figures were read out to residents.
7,  Residents were told about work that had been done regarding their Local Priorities, and were also asked if they would like them changing, everyone said that they would like them to stay the same.

8,  A resident from Wood Street raised concerns regarding youths running throw his garden and also some gardens have had plants taken over the past few weeks.

9,  A resident raised concerns regarding when she phoned the Police to report an assault she was put throw to Wood Street and no one got back to her or came to see her regarding what had happened. Ps Prince told the meeting regarding the changes that had taken place with the phone calls being diverted to Wood Street and the fact that it was not working how it should and the phone lines have been put back to calls coming to Ossett Station. Pcso Laverick took the residents details and said she would look into why no one got back to her when she reported an assault. 
10,  Another resident reported a similar incident and was upset that no one had got back to her also, Pcso Laverick also took her details and will look into what has gone wrong. Also the resident is unhappy with W.M.D.C regarding a letter she was sent regarding Bollards and speeding on Hillcrest Ave, and no one from the council has got beck in touch with her. Cllr Bunney said he will look into it for her.

11,  A resident on Holly Approach said that he had found a Cannabis Bong behind the garages on Holly Approach, Pcso Laverick told the resident that she will call and have a look and pick up the Bong. And also asked if the council could be asked to come round to clean up in the general area.

12,  The residents were asked if there was any more questions and there were non. Residents were told the next meeting will be on 1st September.
