MAIN GRANT ROUND 2010 - GUIDANCE NOTES FOR APPLICANTS
Application Forms are available by contacting us on the details above or from www.westyorkshire.police.uk/communitytrust 
The theme for the grant round is:
“Projects/activities that address the local policing priorities identified by local communities”
Local priorities are identified and agreed by members of the community at local PACT – Police and Communities Together meetings. Please visit the Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT) website at www.westyorkshire.police.uk/npt for current local priorities identified in each NPT area.  Our Trustees are particularly interested in hearing from organisations committed to local priorities in your area and projects most likely to receive support are those working with their Neighbourhood Policing Teams.
Who can apply?

Voluntary and community groups, small charities and not-for-profit groups.

What the Trust won't support!

National charities or general appeals, work outside West Yorkshire, pure academic research, educational bursaries, travel projects, individuals, or work that forms part of a statutory requirement.

How much is available?

Grants are available up to £2,500 per organisation/group. The latest Annual Report will provide information about previous grants awarded and the aims of the Trust.  Other information and application forms are available at www.westyorkshire.police.uk/communitytrust  

Completing the application form

Applicants need not send additional information with their completed application form.  It will be requested if required.  Applicants should clearly indicate how their project contributes to the grant round theme and the aims of the Trust.  

All applicants will be notified of the result of their application and successful applicants will be required to provide information about the activities of the group twelve months after the grants are awarded.

The decision of the Trustees is final and no further correspondence will be entered into.

Neighbourhood Policing Team Endorsement

One of the aims of the grant programme is to assist groups to engage with their local Neighbourhood Policing Team (NPT).  In your community there are Police Officers and Police Community Support Officers who work closely with the community.  Your application to the Community Trust will need to be supported by these officers.  If you don’t know who your local contact is, contact details are available from www.westyorkshire.police.uk/npt/ or at your local Police Station.  
Applications without endorsement from your Neighbourhood Policing Team will NOT be accepted. We recommend contacting your NPT at least 2-3 weeks before the closing date. Due to the anticipated high number of applications the Community Trust will be unable to seek endorsements for any project on your behalf.
Deadline for submitting applications is Friday 10th September 2010
Applicants will receive written confirmation of the outcome of their application by mid October 2010. A presentation evening will be hosted in November 2010 and all grant recipients will be invited to attend to receive their grant cheque. Cheques will not be issued prior to the Presentation Evening.
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
