Matters arising

Off road bikes at Upton are an ongoing concern for residents, taking in the fields to the rear of Sheepwalk Lane towards farmers fields at North Elmsall. PS Yeoman discussed the need for local residents to contact the Police and report any matters, as there were only 3 reported calls centring around the PACT priority area. 

Fencing at the bottom of Sheepwalk Lane is being stolen. Officers will pay passing attention to the area and make enquiries as to who owns the fencing.

Fires are being lit underneath the bridge at Harewood Lane, Upton. Local youths are gaining entry to the store cupboard to the rear of the CO-OP, and setting fire to bread baskets. The CO-OP has been asked to tighten up security and have been visited by fire safety officers.     

Members of the meeting were reminded about the work being carried out by officers in conjunction with the Youth Association as part of Operation Streetsafe.

All of the priorities for Ward 1 are to remain the same.
